Now patrons can download a Fodor’s or other travel guide to
their reading device and take it with them on a trip without
worrying about overdue fees or losing library books in your
luggage. Some nifty titles which caught our eye are:

Fodor’s Hawaii 2012, Fodor’s Southern Italy 2012,
Frommer’s Bahamas 2012 and, not just to favor the warmer
climates, we also offer Fodor’s London 2012 and Fodor’s New
York City 2012. These are just a few of the thousands of
electronic books available for downloading on eListenNJ.
Popular titles may have waiting lists. But don’t worry, the
library still has real, ie: sitting on the shelf, actual old-fashioned
travel books on the shelves in Dewey # 914 — 919.

*ElibraryNJ is the new name for ListenNJ which loans free
downloadable audiobooks and ebooks (text) to library card
holders.

Easy Painless Instructions for

Downloading Books

The best instructions for learning how to download ebooks, and
use the BHPL phone app can be found on the library blog.
Librarian Ellen Zander writes informative and anxiety-soothing
explanations. For example, after Ms. Zander taught a free class
about downloading ebooks from the library, she wrote up her
talk on the blog. If you missed it, here it is:

‘Here's a recap of a little of tonight's presentation on library
eBooks. As of today there are about 4,000 eBooks that
Berkeley Heights residents can download from
eLibraryNJ.com. You're limited to 5 at a time, and about 90%
of the eBooks have a waitlist today. The eBooks work on
Kindle, Nooks, and iPads (among others).

Basically, anything you can check out from the library is what
you can expect at eLibraryNJ: nonfiction, romance,
mystery/suspense/thriller, other kinds of fiction, children's
books. The library's eBooks were all published in the past few
years (or a little less recently if it's part of a series that is still
popular.) There are a lot of bestsellers, too. However, if you're
wondering why we don't have certain bestsellers (like the new
Steve Jobs book) it's because we can't get books from Simon &
Schuster, Hachette and HarperCollins. Also, it's important to
sign in before you search. BHPL is buying eBooks for the use

of BH residents only, but you will only find those books if you
are signed in.’

Library Director Stephanie Bakos wrote a summary of the year

The BHPL statistics for 2011 do reflect that the library’s lower
level Children’s Department was closed for ten weeks due to
damage from Hurricane Irene. The statistics also.show that the
library added 1,036 downloadable e-books and audiobooks last
year. News reports have noted that the number of electronic
titles sold by publishers exceeded the number of hard copy
books on several occasions. Depending on how you do the
statistics: books sold by Amazon, all books sold, only hard-
cover, paperback or whatever, the fact is that downloadable
books are popular and are gaining on the old-fashioned format.
The library provides information, books and entertainment in
all formats and mediums and, as always, all materials borrowed
from the library are free.
